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This May, 3¢ year ESS Club students participated in the All Hokkaido Senior High School
English Presentation Contest. The theme of this contest was: “The proposals for bringing
many more foreign tourists to our towns and cities.” Students researched, created a

PowerPoint presentation, and presented it in English.

Students looked at tourism brochures, browsed Tokachi tourism websites, and interviewed
someone from the Obihiro Department of Tourism. In the presentation, students focused
on promoting the good things of Tokachi by proposing the distribution of multi-language
resources for businesses to use, as well as putting more resources into one of Tokachi’s

biggest events, Tokachi Marche.

It was a very difficult project, but it was a great experience for students. They could become

more familiar with what makes Tokachi special and what foreigners like about Tokachi.
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
